	President’s Update/Dialogue –

We received 22 proposals with 10 passing the initial paper screening – three proposals will be forwarded to the governing board in May.
· The Student Success and STELAR ceremonies held last Friday were well attended.
· There have been some delays in construction/remodeling of the core building but completion is expected by mid July.
· We have begun the planning process for PE and student union buildings and the nursing and art remodel.  We will likely have construction going on somewhere on campus for the next five years.

About 180 staff members attended the staff appreciation lunch recently held in the community room.
· Associated Students – doubled the funding for reserve text books for students and receiving matching funds from the LMC Foundation.
· Curriculum committee – still working on COOR updates.
· Grants – working on an HSI Assisting Community grant and an HSI Co-op grant with CSUEB to develop a “teacher pipeline”.  Both grants, if awarded to us, would begin in October.
