· President – President Livingston reported that the Governing Board will discuss the purchase of the Brentwood property at tonight’s meeting and will also have a report from each college on strategic directions and the ARCC report.  The State budget includes 2.2% growth funds which translates to about $597K for LMC but the funds will not be allocated because there is no guarantee that we will actually get the money.  We are in the final interview stage for faculty positions in AJ, Speech and Math.
· Academic Senate – a GE seminar was held last week and 2 assessment workshops will be held in November; Rosa Armendariz has volunteered to serve as the official AS representative to the IDEA committee; PTEC has been nominated for an Exemplary Program award; changes were approved for health and drama on the disciplines list; were presented info on credits for AP classes and credit by exam.
· Classified Senate – the First Annual Soup Cook-off raised $655 for scholarships.
· Associated Students – still trying to recruit senators and representatives; discussed 2 new student services procedures and the viability of bookstore funding; attendance was good at the recent dance and Halloween Haunted House; student government budgets will go to the Governing Board for approval tonight; the group will meet Thursday this week due to the Friday holiday.
· Curriculum Committee – CurricuNet training is being offered to department chairs and faculty; several COORs were approved; the committee will review the Distance Ed Best Practices document in the near future.
